Love Is Our Mission: The Family Fully Alive

The arrival of the Holy Father to our area is exciting but more so
important because Pope Francis is the leader of the Catholic Church.
Today’s Gospel gives us insight into his role as the successor to Saint
Peter who correctly identified Jesus as “The Messiah”. Peter’s primal
charge has the authority from Christ to speak to His Church about
who we are, what we are about and how we are living the Gospel in
this present age. This Holy Father wishes us to be humble, like his
namesake, and associate with all people; especially the marginalized.
Christ did this and we should too.

Pope Francis wants us to respect the creation that God gave us in
human life and the environment that we share with one another.
Aware of the wasteful generation that we have become, Pope Francis
reminds us that human life is precious always and it is sinful to
devalue human life or destroy our natural resources. In tune with
technological advancement and its effects on a seemingly shrinking
world, this Pope is faced with changing attitudes and contemporary
concerns.

Held every three years and sponsored by the Holy See’s
Pontifical Council for the Family, the World Meeting of Families is
the world’s largest Catholic gathering of families. Each World
Meeting of Families has a theme that energizes and enlivens the
event while adding great depth of meaning to our understanding of
families. The theme of the World Meeting of Families — Philadelphia
2015 is OLove Is Our Mission: The Family Fully Alive,0

emphasizing the impact of the love and life of families on our society.
